7. Redlands Camera Club photographers do not need to provide their own subjects if attending the above locations 
 and times, subjects will be arranged by the Coalition. However, you are also welcome to use your own subjects 
 and/or locations. Model releases will be provided and will be needed from each subject. 
8. Entries from non-members of the Redlands Camera Club must be accompanied by a completed application for 
 membership and a $20 fee which will include a one year membership. 
9. All entries must be received by the Redlands Camera Club no later than May 19, 2003. Photos should 8x10 or 
 8x12 (slide full-frame print) and can be mounted or unmounted. 
10. An assortment of prizes will be awarded to the winning photographers and their subjects.
